	Health Advice for Driver, Crew and Operational Staff of Public Transport on the Prevention of Atypical Pneumonia
(Railway, Franchised Bus and Ferry)

	According to the advice from Department of Heath, drivers, crew and operational staff of railway, franchised bus and ferry companies are advised to take the following precautionary measures inside train/vehicle/ferry compartments to prevent the infection of atypical pneumonia:
Consult doctor promptly
· If you have symptoms of fever, malaise, chills, headache and myalgia, you should:
· consult the doctor immediately.
· inform your employer immediately and take a sick leave to consult a doctor.
· If atypical pneumonia is discovered and treated early, the recovery rate is very high.
Wear facemask
· The following people should wear a facemask:
· those who have frequent contact with the public and are provided  with facemasks;
· those with respiratory symptoms;
· those who are taking care of patients with respiratory diseases; 
· those who have close contact with patients of confirmed atypical pneumonia should wear a facemask for 7 days (starting from the last contact with the infected patients).
· Points to note in wearing a facemask:
· The facemask should fully cover the nose and mouth.
· The metallic wire part of the facemask should be fixed securely over the bridge of the nose to prevent leakage.
· Wash hands immediately after taking off or replacing a used facemark.
· Under general condition, a facemask can be used continuously for several hours.  Replace the facemask immediately if it is worn out or damaged. 
Wash hands frequently
· Always wash your hands, especially in the following situations:
· after sneezing, coughing, cleaning the nose and going to toilet;
· before touching the face, eyes, mouth and nose; 
· after handling dollar notes or coins.
	
	
	Observe personal hygiene

· Maintain good personal hygiene.  Cover the nose and mouth when sneezing or coughing.
Maintain good ventilation inside train/vehicle/vessel compartments
· Open the windows as appropriate and where possible to ensure good ventilation, including the driver/captain’s cabin. (*)
· Clean the air-conditioning system frequently to maintain good functioning.
· For enclosed compartments or where air-conditioning is necessary, the fresh air inlet volume should be adjusted to the maximum level.
Keep train/vehicle/vessel compartments clean
· Assign responsible staff to monitor cleansing works for vehicle/vessel compartments at termini/piers in between departures. (*)
· Wash/wipe compartments with diluted household bleach (mixing 1 part of bleach with 99 parts of water) at least once a day.
· Wear gloves when carrying out cleansing works.
· Pay particular attention to the cleaning of seats, handrails, safety belts and buckles and air inlet/outlet inside compartments. 
· If compartments are contaminated with vomits, wash/wipe with diluted household bleach (mixing 1 part of bleach with 49 parts of water) immediately.  Remember to wear gloves during cleansing works.
Service attitude
· If a passenger with key symptoms of atypical pneumonia is on board the train/vehicle/vessel compartment: 
· please advise that passenger to wear facemask (if he is not wearing one) in a friendly manner; and
· if situation warrants, assist to call for ambulance service or the Marine Police (if in outlying island) for conveyance of the patient to the hospital.
